Mrs. Zerga stated that these fees would be 
encumbered for budget year 2004.

Mr. Collins stated that this Selected Traffic Enforcement Program (STEP) grant is a �pay 
through� program.  The money is awarded and is then paid out in overtime that is incurred by 
Police personnel during increased traffic enforcement.
